Summary of Proposed Project (2 or 3 sentences):

This project is designed to leverage library resources to support technology innovation that will bridge the gap to effectively enhance digital learning activities.  The grant money will be allocated to purchase iPad Minis to provide a wide range of activities for our children to enhance global awareness and to prepare them to a globally competitive career and family life.

Leveraging Library Resources for Technology Innovation to Bridge the Gap in the Classroom and the Community Quests for Global Awareness
This project will address the need for technology innovation specifically on the use of new devices particularly iPads in our school that can be used by our students when they come to the media center for knowledge and exploration to promote and advance their knowledge in the area of applied science or technology.   We will make use of the iPads for our practical and innovative strategies as we do centers in the media center.  These devices that we hope to purchase if given the chance to be considered by this grant, will build excitements and will definitely spice up the interest of our students to use technology.
Purposely, this project will fill in the curiosity and exploration of our members such as our students and stakeholders as well, on how we can effectively make use of an iPad mini, to enhance our digital learning by leveraging our resources, and to provide a wide range of activities for our children at Pittman Elementary School to prepare them for a globally competitive career and family life.  This will certainly create another "Aha moments" of our school for our stakeholders to realize the importance of their support for the common good and welfare of the children.
There are about 165 students we have at Pittman Elementary from Kindergarten to 5th grades who will be our legitimate users and recipients of the services to be offered by this grant.  We have about 98 % of our students who are African-American and about 2% Native Americans, Hispanic and Arabic.  Most of these kids belong to a free and reduced lunch who live in a pretty much quiet and peaceful neighborhood in Enfield who are eager to learn and can reach their full potentials when given enough opportunities to succeed.

We will immediately use the devices when ready for centers particularly in our daily five activities: read to self using online resources or ebooks, read to someone, word work, work with writing and listen to reading during library time schedule for each class to come in the media center and in this way we can also support effectively our Renaissance Accelerated Reader Program for the whole school. We will also promote and enhance language, math and science activities using online interactive lessons particularly using powtoon, tagxedo, kahoot.it, linoit.com, etc. and hopefully we can already conduct a virtual experiments and actual science experiments inside and outside of the classroom for our Pre-K to 5th grade students to explore and utilize a wide array of possibilities of teaching and learning process.  Believe me, we can't measure how great and awesome it would be when you will see the joy of the children when provided with new technology in the classroom. 
There are also dynamic teachers and staff who are trained to handle our limited technologies or devices available for students in the classroom.  We are provided with only one iPad in the classroom so we will also use the devices that will be purchased by this grant to supplement any planned technology innovation and interactive lessons to be conducted in the classroom.  In this way, we can also leverage library resources for purposeful digital learning activities to help our students reach their full potentials and be able to attain their academic goals.
The project outcomes will be evaluated randomly using a survey monkey for students to assess the effectiveness of iPads use during library and classroom digital teaching and learning activities.  It will also be assessed based on students test results after taking Accelerated Reading tests for each ebook read on iPads and also based on students’ participation and performance during the daily five activities.  There will be a simple formative assessment (thumps up and thumps down) for each technology use.  I video of students’ activities will also be conducted whereby students will be able to share their thoughts and experiences using the devices.
A PowerPoint presentation about the project and about Loleta D. Fyan grant will also be shown during parents and teachers’ assembly which will also be available in the school’s webpage and an article about Loleta D. Fyan grant and its success will also be submitted to our local newspaper. A possible oral presentation about the project and about Loleta D. Fyan grant will also be done at a meeting with other district library personnel before the end of the school year.
The grant money will be intended for the purchase of 20 to 25 refurbished iPad Minis for the students of Pittman Elementary School.  We are desperately in need of funds or whatever amount to purchase devices to support digital learning at the school level and for the whole community as well during our community forums and literacy night at the school campus.  Therefore, the use of these devices will not be limited to our students but to all stakeholders that we are in contact with in our location for educational purposes.
